Day 1: Arrival & Saint-Gervais 

• Arrive at Geneva Airport and check-in to your hotel. 
• Enjoy an afternoon stroll through the charming thermal alpine village, known for 

panoramic Mont Blanc views. 
• Optional visit to Spa Thermal des Bains du Mont Blanc for relaxation. 
• Have a relaxing evening in Saint-Gervais, and dinner at local restaurant. 

 

Day 2: Saint-Gervais & Mont Blanc Tramway 

• Grab breakfast at hotel and start your excursion to Saint-Nicolas de Véroce, a heritage 
village with centuries-old churches. 

• Ride the Mont Blanc Tramway to Nid d’Aigle (2,372 m) for breathtaking mountain 
scenery. 

• In the afternoon you can try skiing, snowshoeing, dog sledding, or hiking depending on 
season. 

• In the evening don’t shy away from exploring Saint-Gervais’ nightlife. 
 

Day 3: Chamonix & Aiguille du Midi 

• Today, you’ll have an early breakfast and head to Chamonix. 
• Ride the Aiguille du Midi Cable Car to 3,842 m and enjoy 360° views of Mont Blanc and 

the Alps, plus the thrilling “Step into the Void” glass platform. 
• Enjoy a hearty lunch in Chamonix town center. 
• Then you can opt for a guided walking tour to understand Chamonix’s history and 

culture. 
• Stay the night in Chamonix. 

 

Day 4: Chamonix Activities 



• Enjoy outdoor adventures: skiing (winter), hiking, glacier walks, or E-biking (summer). 
• Explore Chamonix’s 150 restaurants, boutique shops, and cultural attractions. 
• Optional train trip on the Mont-Blanc Express to scenic nearby areas. 

 

Day 5: Megève & Evasion Mont Blanc Ski Area 

• Have breakfast and head to Evasion Mont Blanc ski area. 
• Morning ski lessons or gondola trip for non-skiers with views over Mont Blanc. 
• Have lunch at La Flèche d’Or in Le Bettex. 
• In the afternoon transfer to Megève. 
• Now you can discover luxury boutiques, alpine charm, and gourmet dining. 

 

Day 6: Lyon & Departure 

• Have breakfast and head to Lyon. 
• Lunch in a traditional Lyonnaise brasserie. 
• Guided tour of Lyon’s UNESCO-listed old town and gastronomy scene.
