5| Tour the Zekreet area

Venture out on a tour of the Zekreet area, a village in north-
western Qatar near Dukhan and about 80 km north-west of
Doha. Nestled between limestone rock formations outside
Zekreet and Ras Abrouq Nature Reserve, you will find Richard
Serra’s East-West/ West-East installation, comprising four steel
plates, each of which is over 14m in height, and spanning over
1km. It stands in stark contrast to the soft brown hues of the
desert surrounding it and offers a comment on isolation and the
passage of time. Other highlights of the tour includes rock
climbing, exploring Film City and visiting an Arabian oryx
sanctuary, a breeding farm for Qatar’s national animal.

Tour Zubarah Fort: UNESCO World Heritage Site

Al Zubarah is a window into what was once the most significant
pearl harvesting and trading centre in Qatar and today a
UNESCO World Heritage Site in the north of Qatar. The historic
Zubarah Fort was transformed into a museum displaying diverse
exhibits and artworks. Visitors can explore partial excavations
dating to the 17th century, with the remains of palaces,
courtyard houses, mosques, defensive walls, streets, a canal and
cemeteries. Murair Fort, a ruined and abandoned castle built by
Al Bin Ali of the Utub tribe in 1778 is adjacent to the site.
